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Building connection and providing tools for 

better care 

Timely access to palliative care can both improve quality and extend 

length of life for individuals with a life-limiting illness. This care also 

provides necessary support to caregivers, primarily family and 

friends. But, without a background in health care, navigating the 

palliative care system can be too much to manage. 

During the initial assessment visit by the hospice staff from Carefor Hospice 

Cornwall, clients and their caregivers receive an abundance of information. Angela 

Labelle, Hospice Manager, explains that it can be overwhelming and cause crucial 

details to be missed. Furthermore, COVID-19 has created many new barriers to 

providing consistent communication with clients and their families while they are 

still at home. 

When Angela approached the OutCare Foundation with her teamĦs plan for a 

Comfort Kit Pilot, we were happy to help with a $5,000 grant. The pilot adds a 

second, automatically scheduled in-home visit at which clients are given a Comfort 

Kit. It enables hospice staff to identify and support client and family health care 

needs/concerns earlier on in their journey.  

At the second visit, hospice staff complete an additional clinical assessment while 

explaining, educating and demonstrating the Comfort Kit items. Comfort Kits 

include items that offer support at home for the caregivers and clients and provide 

additional information and resources to assist in the navigation of the health care 

system.  The visit also facilitates further conversations about goals of care and  

end-of-life concerns and questions. 

Angela reports that this second clinical assessment provides an opportunity to 

discuss community programs in greater detail, build stronger relationship 

between clients and hospice staff, as well as create new opportunities to reassess  

client needs.

When individuals are treated for life threatening illness, 

approximately 5% of the time is spent with the formal health care 

system and the other 95% with family, friends, neighbours and other 

informal caregivers. The numbers are clear: community support, in 

all its forms ģ family, friends, neighbors, coworkers ģ is vital. 

The OutCare Foundation has made their mark by funding community-based 

palliative care initiatives within the Champlain Region with a current focus on 

supporting in-home palliative care provided by the hospices. Today I want to 

highlight their key role in the creation of Compassionate Ottawa.  

In late 2016, close to 50 community leaders from a variety of sectors, including 

health care providers, social service agencies and community organizations, met 

to discuss Ottawa becoming a compassionate community for palliative care. 

Support for the idea was very strong.  The Ottawa Community Foundation 

indicated an interest in providing initial seed funding.  Sharon Carstairs, then Chair 

of the OutCare Foundation, offered ofńce space, accounting and fundraising 

assistance. Others expressed an interest in working with us as partners. This was 

the beginning of Compassionate Ottawa (CO) 

As one of the co-founders of CO, I was honored to join the Board of Directors of 

OutCare.  And in turn, Sharon became a member of the Advisory Council of 

Compassionate Ottawa. My experience on the OutCare Board was of immense 

help in deepening my understanding of the challenges our community faces with 

respect to palliative care services.  It has also helped me understand the valuable 

role OutCare has played over the years in providing ńnancial assistance to 

hospices in the region and raising awareness of the needs of the sector.  

As the Past Chair of CO, I want to express my appreciation to the OutCare 

Foundation for its assistance as we evolved to a standalone organization with its 

own board of directors and charitable organization status.
